Contemporary issues in Criminal Justice: Juvenile Justice and Procedures, Criminal Law, Structure of Federal and State 
Courts, Roles of Judges, Attorneys and Law Enforcement, Investigation Methods and Report Writing, Safety, Security and 
Crime Prevention, Interviewing and Interrogations, Constitutional Law, Defense and Control Tactics, Ethics in Criminal 
Justice.
